Lance Hoffert mentioned if you refuse to put them on or 

take them off it is a $50 violation fee. Cheryl Entwistle, from the gallery asked how long 

they need to stay on a house and it was answered forever. Jeanne Wolcott, from the 

gallery asked how do you know if you have trusses, it was answered it depends on how 

it was built. Councilman Rockhill stated people spending a lot of money on their house 

may not want the sticker affixed to their house. The stickers need to be six inches from 

the door or electrical panel.
